Leningrad Dixieland is one of the oldest
Dixieland’s on the European and Asian conti-
nent and one of the best this kind ensembles in
the world. It was founded in 1958 by the trum-
peter Vsevolod Korolev. The history of the en-
semble is continued connected with such musi-
cians as brothers Valentin and Alexander
Kolpashnikov, Edward Levin, Boris Lokshin,
Yury Miroshnichenko.

The Leningrad Dixieland creed is combining
classic jazz traditionand the genuine freedom
of performance. Since the 60’s the ensemble
has performed successfully at the international
festivals.

Their concerts were accompanied by ova-
tions in different towns of the United States
and Europe.
